Minutes of the April 23, 2008 BPCA Meeting
The meeting was called to order and chaired by Leif Tolokken. Minutes of the March meeting were approved as distributed and the treasurer’s report was accepted.
We had no guest speaker at this meeting, but Fred Craig brought an audio tape about duck hunting
There are 5 wood duck houses that need final painting.  We still need more Freon canisters cut. Leif Marking reported that he has one nest that has 20 eggs.
The IRS approved our 501(c)3. Please let anyone interested or business interested in donating $$, items, etc. of our new tax free status.
Laurie Stiers is painting the final design on 4 x 8 foot plywood.
Training for BPCA on monitoring Cormorant Island is to occur on May 5th. See John Wetzel for details.
The Bluebird temperature study spearheaded by Leif Marking and Fred Craig received the conservation award from the La Crosse County Conservation Alliance. Leif has sold $300 worth of blue bird houses.
Swamp oak trees have been dug up and are sitting in the club house refrigerator. These will be planted on the water level drops.
There are plans to make the clubhouse bathrooms more appealing.  The urinal in the men’s bathroom will be remove and a new commode will be installed. Hand sanitizers will be installed so that one will not have to use water, but just the alcohol gel.
Bike trail cleanup went well.  There was quite a bit of trashed at the Trempealeau parking lot. The trail groomer broke part of the bridge on the trail.

We have to consult with the DNR and USFWS to see which trees should be cut down by the purple loose strife sign on the bike trail by county highway Z.

The La Crosse County Conservation Alliance received the Mississippi Flyway Council award for all the work that has been done in the past on duck conservation projects and education.
