Minutes of the October 28, 2009 BPCA Meeting
We had no guest speaker. It was decided at the board meeting that we needed more time to discuss ideas for the 50th Anniversary of the BPCA Ice Fishing Derby
The meeting was called to order and chaired by Leif Marking. Minutes of the September meeting were approved as distributed and the treasurer’s report was accepted.
Bluebird Report: Leif Marking said that Wisconsin was #1 in the USA for bluebird production.
Wood Duck Report: The wood duck house work night for Wednesday, October 21st was only partially successful. Two people worked, but work ceased when they ran out of pop rivets. 
BPCA Property Master Plan: Mike Lanquist marked 97 trees for the firewood sale. The wood is estimated at 41 cords or 123 firewood cords.
LaCrosse Community Foundation Report.  Last November we received a grant of $1475 for tree planting tubes, fertilizer packet for new tree planting and for natural gas piping for wood duck house brackets.  The report is due to the La Crosse Community Foundation no later than 11/19/2009. Al Daus and Marc Schultz will be working on the draft and will send it out to the board before it is sent to the La Crosse Community Foundation.
Well:  Ron Page said he was waiting for permit variance for the well before any work can be done.
BPCA 50th Anniversary Fishing Derby:  Next year is our 50th anniversary and we should come up with some special give-a-ways.  Some ideas discussed included embroidered caps ($5), tote bags ($3.50).  Motion was made not to spend more than $1000 on give-a-ways. 1200 tickets will be printed and should be ready before gun deer hunting. $50 gift certificates from Red Pines will be given away every 50 minutes. It was suggested that BPCA members wear a different colored hat compared to the ones that will be given away. Perhaps we could have a contest for the most unique ice fishing house like they do at Wabasha (see the movie, Grumpy Old Men) 
New boat landing vegetation law and boat landing etiquette signs for both landing would be useful. A two sided sign, where one would see the boat landing etiquette side upon entry into the landing and one would see the new DNR law about vegetation on boats and trailers upon leaving the boat landing.
November membership meeting will be Wednesday, November 18th because the 4th Wednesday falls just before Thanksgiving.
